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® Then Thomas (called “Twin” ) said to his fellow disciples, “Let’s go too so that
we may die with him.”

31 Again the Jews picked up rocks to stone him.

32 Jesus replied, "I have shown you many good works from the Father. For which
of these works are you stoning me?”

3 "We aren't stoning you for a good work,” the Jews answered, “but for
blasphemy, because you — being a man — make yourself God.”

3 Jesus answered them,"”Isn't it written in your law, | said, you are gods? * If he
called those to whom the word of God came 'gods’ — and the Scripture cannot
be broken — * do you say, 'You are blaspheming’ to the one the Father set apart
and sent into the world, because | said: | am the Son of God? ¥ If | am not doing
my Father’s works, don't believe me. 3 But if | am doing them and you don't
believe me, believe the works. This way you will know and understand that the
Father is in me and | in the Father.” 3 Then they were trying again to seize him,
but he escaped their grasp.

Y He said, "l will cause all my goodness to pass in front of you, and | will proclaim
the name ‘the Lorp’ before you. | will be gracious to whom | will be gracious, and
| will have compassion on whom | will have compassion.” ? But he added, “You
cannot see my face, for humans cannot see me and live.” 2! The Lorp said, “Here
is a place near me. You are to stand on the rock, 2 and when my glory passes by,
| will put you in the crevice of the rock and cover you with my hand until | have
passed by. 2 Then | will take my hand away, and you will see my back, but my
face will not be seen.”

31 The Lorp said to Moses, “Cut two stone tablets like the first ones, and | will
write on them the words that were on the first tablets, which you broke.

2 Be prepared by morning. Come up Mount Sinai in the morning and stand
before me on the mountaintop. * No one may go up with you; in fact, no one
should be seen anywhere on the mountain. Even the flocks and herds are not to
graze in front of that mountain.”

¢ Moses cut two stone tablets like the first ones. He got up early in the morning,
and taking the two stone tablets in his hand, he climbed Mount Sinai, just as the
Lorp had commanded him.

> The Lorp came down in a cloud, stood with him there, and proclaimed his name,
“the Lorp.” ® The LorD passed in front of him and proclaimed:

The Loro — the Lorp is a compassionate and gracious God, slow to anger and

abounding in faithful love and truth, 7 maintaining faithful love to a thousand
generations, forgiving iniquity, rebellion, and sin. But he will not leave the guilty
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unpunished, bringing the consequences of the fathers’ iniquity on the children
and grandchildren to the third and fourth generation.

& Moses immediately knelt low on the ground and worshiped.

EXODUS 40:34-38

* The cloud covered the tent of meeting, and the glory of the Loro filled the
tabernacle. ** Moses was unable to enter the tent of meeting because the cloud
rested on it, and the glory of the Loro filled the tabernacle.

% The Israelites set out whenever the cloud was taken up from the tabernacle
throughout all the stages of their journey. ¥ If the cloud was not taken up, they
did not set out until the day it was taken up. * For the cloud of the Lorp was over
the tabernacle by day, and there was a fire inside the cloud by night, visible to
the entire house of Israel throughout all the stages of their journey.

LUKE 9:28-36

% About eight days after this conversation, he took along Peter, John, and James
and went up on the mountain to pray. 2 As he was praying, the appearance of
his face changed, and his clothes became dazzling white. ** Suddenly, two men
were talking with him — Moses and Elijah. *' They appeared in glory and were
speaking of his departure, which he was about to accomplish in Jerusalem.

32 Peter and those with him were in a deep sleep, and when they became fully
awake, they saw his glory and the two men who were standing with him. ** As the
two men were departing from him, Peter said to Jesus, “Master, it's good for us
to be here. Let's set up three shelters: one for you, one for Moses, and one for
Elijah” — not knowing what he was saying.

% While he was saying this, a cloud appeared and overshadowed them. They
became afraid as they entered the cloud. * Then a voice came from the cloud,

saying, “This is my Son, the Chosen One; listen to him!”

% After the voice had spoken, Jesus was found alone. They kept silent, and at
that time told no one what they had seen.
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JOHN 1:14-18

“The Word became flesh and dwelt among us. We observed his glory, the glory
as the one and only Son from the Father, full of grace and truth. '* (John testified
concerning him and exclaimed, “This was the one of whom | said, ‘The one
coming after me ranks ahead of me, because he existed before me."”) ¢ Indeed,
we have all received grace upon grace from his fullness, ” for the law was given
through Moses; grace and truth came through Jesus Christ. ® No one has ever

seen God. The one and only Son, who is himself God and is at the Father's side
—he has revealed him.

DAY ONE

1 SAMUEL 1:1-20

" There was a man from Ramathaim-zophim in the hill country of Ephraim. His
name was Elkanah son of Jeroham, son of Elihu, son of Tohu, son of Zuph, an
Ephraimite.

2 He had two wives, the first named Hannah and the second Peninnah. Peninnah
had children, but Hannah was childless. 3 This man would go up from his town
every year to worship and to sacrifice to the Lorp of Armies at Shiloh, where Eli's
two sons, Hophni and Phinehas, were the LorD’s priests.

*Whenever Elkanah offered a sacrifice, he always gave portions of the meat to
his wife Peninnah and to each of her sons and daughters. ® But he gave a double
portion to Hannah, for he loved her even though the Lorp had kept her from
conceiving. ¢ Her rival would taunt her severely just to provoke her, because the
Lorp had kept Hannah from conceiving. 7 Year after year, when she went up to
the Lorp’s house, her rival taunted her in this way. Hannah would weep and would
not eat. ® “"Hannah, why are you crying?” her husband, Elkanah, would ask. “Why
won't you eat? Why are you troubled? Am | not better to you than ten sons?”

? On one occasion, Hannah got up after they ate and drank at Shiloh. The
priest Eli was sitting on a chair by the doorpost of the Loro's temple. ° Deeply
hurt, Hannah prayed to the Lorp and wept with many tears. ' Making a vow,
she pleaded, “Lorp of Armies, if you will take notice of your servant's affliction,
remember and not forget me, and give your servant a son, | will give him to the
Lorp all the days of his life, and his hair will never be cut.”

'2While she continued praying in the Lorp’s presence, Eli watched her mouth.

' Hannah was praying silently, and though her lips were moving, her voice could
not be heard. Eli thought she was drunk ™ and said to her, “How long are you
going to be drunk? Get rid of your wine!”

> “No, my lord,” Hannah replied. “I am a woman with a broken heart. | haven't
had any wine or beer; I've been pouring out my heart before the Lorp. ' Don't
think of me as a wicked woman,; I've been praying from the depth of my anguish
and resentment.”
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7 Eli responded, “Go in peace, and may the God of Israel grant the request
you've made of him.”

'8 “May your servant find favor with you,” she replied. Then Hannah went on her
way; she ate and no longer looked despondent.

Y The next morning Elkanah and Hannah got up early to worship before the
Lorp. Afterward, they returned home to Ramah. Then Elkanah was intimate with
his wife Hannah, and the Lorp remembered her. ? After some time, Hannah

conceived and gave birth to a son. She named him Samuel, because she said, “I
requested him from the Lorp.”

% Then they came to a place named Gethsemane, and he told his disciples, ”Sit
here while | pray.” * He took Peter, James, and John with him, and he began to
be deeply distressed and troubled. 3* He said to them, “I am deeply grieved to
the point of death. Remain here and stay awake.” 3> He went a little farther, fell
to the ground, and prayed that if it were possible, the hour might pass from him.
% And he said, “'Abba’, Father! All things are possible for you. Take this cup
away from me. Nevertheless, not what | will, but what you will.” ¥ Then he came
and found them sleeping. He said to Peter,”Simon, are you sleeping? Couldnt
you stay awake one hour? ® Stay awake and pray so that you won't enter into
temptation. The spirit is willing, but the flesh is weak.” 3 Once again he went
away and prayed, saying the same thing. ¥ And again he came and found them
sleeping, because they could not keep their eyes open. They did not know what
to say to him.

They said to King Nebuchadnezzar, "May the king live forever. '° You
as king have issued a decree that everyone who hears the sound of the horn,

' During the time of the judges, there was a famine in the land. A man left
Bethlehem in Judah with his wife and two sons to stay in the territory of Moab for
a while.

2The man’'s name was Elimelech, and his wife's name was Naomi. The names of
his two sons were Mahlon and Chilion. They were Ephrathites from Bethlehem
in Judah. They entered the fields of Moab and settled there. > Naomi's husband,
Elimelech, died, and she was left with her two sons. * Her sons took Moabite
women as their wives: one was named Orpah and the second was named Ruth.
After they lived in Moab about ten years, ° both Mahlon and Chilion also died,
and the woman was left without her two children and without her husband.

¢ She and her daughters-in-law set out to return from the territory of Moab,
because she had heard in Moab that the Lorp had paid attention to his people’s
need by providing them food. 7 She left the place where she had been living,
accompanied by her two daughters-in-law, and traveled along the road leading
back to the land of Judah.

8 Naomi said to them, “Each of you go back to your mother’s home. May the
Lorp show kindness to you as you have shown to the dead and to me. ? May the
Lorp grant each of you rest in the house of a new husband.” She kissed them,
and they wept loudly.

" They said to her, “We insist on returning with you to your people.” ' But
Naomi replied, “Return home, my daughters. Why do you want to go with me?
Am | able to have any more sons who could become your husbands? ' Return
home, my daughters. Go on, for | am too old to have another husband. Even

if I thought there was still hope for me to have a husband tonight and to bear
sons, "® would you be willing to wait for them to grow up? Would you restrain
yourselves from remarrying? No, my daughters, my life is much too bitter for you
to share, because the Lorp's hand has turned against me.” ™ Again they wept
loudly, and Orpah kissed her mother-in-law, but Ruth clung to her. " Naomi said,
"Look, your sister-in-law has gone back to her people and to her gods. Follow
your sister-in-law.”
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' But Ruth replied:

Don't plead with me to abandon you
or to return and not follow you.

For wherever you go, | will go,

and wherever you live, | will live;
your people will be my people,

and your God will be my God.

7 Where you die, | will die,

and there | will be buried.

When they entered
Bethlehem, the whole town was excited about their arrival and the local women
exclaimed, “Can this be Naomi?”

2 "Don't call me Naomi. Call me Mara,” she answered, “for the Almighty has
made me very bitter. ' | went away full, but the Lorp has brought me back empty.
Why do you call me Naomi, since the Lord has opposed me, and the Almighty
has afflicted me?”

22 So Naomi came back from the territory of Moab with her daughter-in-law Ruth
the Moabitess. They arrived in Bethlehem at the beginning of the barley harvest.
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JUDGES 2:17-19

7 but they did not listen to their judges. Instead, they prostituted themselves
with other gods, bowing down to them. They quickly turned from the way of
their ancestors, who had walked in obedience to the Lorp's commands. They
did not do as their ancestors did. '® Whenever the Lorp raised up a judge for the
Israelites, the Lorp was with him and saved the people from the power of their
enemies while the judge was still alive. The Lorp was moved to pity whenever
they groaned because of those who were oppressing and afflicting them.

" Whenever the judge died, the Israelites would act even more corruptly than
their ancestors, following other gods to serve them and bow in worship to them.
They did not turn from their evil practices or their obstinate ways.

She came and has been on her
feet since early morning, except that she rested a little in the shelter.”

¢ Then Boaz said to Ruth, “Listen, my daughter. Don't go and gather grain in
another field, and don't leave this one, but stay here close to my female servants.
? See which field they are harvesting, and follow them. Haven't | ordered the
young men not to touch you? When you are thirsty, go and drink from the jars the
young men have filled.”

10 She fell facedown, bowed to the ground, and said to him, “Why have | found
favor with you, so that you notice me, although | am a foreigner?”

" Boaz answered her, "Everything you have done for your mother-in-law since
your husband’s death has been fully reported to me: how you left your father
and mother and your native land, and how you came to a people you didn't
previously know. 2 May the Lorp reward you for what you have done, and may
you receive a full reward from the Lorp God of Israel, under whose wings you
have come for refuge.”

3 "My lord,” she said, "l have found favor with you, for you have comforted and
encouraged your servant, although | am not like one of your female servants.”

'“ At mealtime Boaz told her, “Come over here and have some bread and dip it in
the vinegar sauce.” So she sat beside the harvesters, and he offered her roasted
grain. She ate and was satisfied and had some left over.

> When she got up to gather grain, Boaz ordered his young men, “Let her even
gather grain among the bundles, and don't humiliate her. '® Pull out some stalks
from the bundles for her and leave them for her to gather. Don't rebuke her.”

If anyone does not have the
Spirit of Christ, he does not belong to him. '® Now if Christ is in you, the body is
dead because of sin, but the Spirit gives life because of righteousness. " And if
the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the dead lives in you, then he who raised
Christ from the dead will also bring your mortal bodies to life through his Spirit
who lives in you. "2 So then, brothers and sisters, we are not obligated to the flesh
to live according to the flesh, ™ because if you live according to the flesh, you are
going to die. But if by the Spirit you put to death the deeds of the body, you will
live. ™ For all those led by God's Spirit are God's sons. '* For you did not receive a
spirit of slavery to fall back into fear. Instead, you received the Spirit of adoption,
by whom we cry out, “’Abba’, Father!” " The Spirit himself testifies together
with our spirit that we are God's children, ' and if children, also heirs — heirs of
God and coheirs with Christ — if indeed we suffer with him so that we may also
be glorified with him. ' For | consider that the sufferings of this present time

are not worth comparing with the glory that is going to be revealed to us. ¥ For
the creation eagerly waits with anticipation for God's sons to be revealed. ? For
the creation was subjected to futility — not willingly, but because of him who
subjected it — in the hope ?' that the creation itself will also be set free from the
bondage to decay into the glorious freedom of God's children.

glorified.

If God is for us, who is against
us? 32 He did not even spare his own Son but gave him up for us all. How will he
not also with him grant us everything? * Who can bring an accusation against
God’s elect? God is the one who justifies. ** Who is the one who condemns?
Christ Jesus is the one who died, but even more, has been raised; he also is at
the right hand of God and intercedes for us. ® Who can separate us from the
love of Christ? Can affliction or distress or persecution or famine or nakedness or
danger or sword? * As it is written:

% For | am persuaded that neither death nor life, nor angels nor rulers, nor things
